Birmingham, AL.

After he graduated from Aubur
University on June 22, 1919, White Ig
no time in offering turpentine cups f¢
sale. Soon, he put $1,000 in profit intg
revolving expansion fund. White no
had the money, and this forward-thinkifg
man founded the first American Busingss
Club in Birmingham on May 18, 1922.

This first club had 50 members ahd
they adopted a constitution and the mqtto
that is still used today -Shoulders
