Carbon Trading, Greenhouse Gases, and
Cow Flatulence. He presented very
interesting and informative information
about Greenhouse Gases and their effect
on the earth’s atmosphere from a historic
and geological perspective. Common
GHGs are water vapor, carbon dioxide,
nitrous oxide, and methane. These gases,
once in the earth’s atmosphere, absorb
and hold heat from solar energy, adding
in the neighborhood of 60 degrees to the
earth’s  temperature. GHG  from
agriculture accounts for about half of the
GHG produced by humans. One major
volcano eruption can produce as much
GHG as all human activity for a year.
Chris was a library of information and
time constraints prevented him from
giving us the full dose. Maybe we can
persuade him to come back for another
round.
