   There are over 1500 manuscripts from 
the time of Christ to about 900 and over 
5000 from 900 to the present. They were 
still being located as late as 1946 with the 
discovery of the Dead Sea Scrolls. 
   Dr. Hon described the translation of the 
manuscripts from Hebrew into Greek.
