he following account demonstrates 
what two or more Ambuc Clubs can 

accomplish when they coordinate and 
cooperate with each other. This account 
comes from Cheri Lambert, OTR 
Director at Panola College in Carthage, 
and who also is a member of the East 
Texas Co-op Ambucs Chapter (ETCC) in 
Marshall. 
   A 38 year old wheelchair bound man, 
with a spinal cord injury, was in the 
hospital in Jasper, Texas because of a 
broken hip. His hip was broken when his 
wheelchair skidded down his homemade 
ramp (see before photo), which was 
extremely too steep, and his wheelchair 
overturned. 
   Two Panola College OTA students 
were working with him in the hospital 
when this situation came to light. This 
past weekend Dan Adams, the husband 
of OTA student Michelle Adams, and 
five SOTA members went to Jasper to 
build him a ramp with the correct slope 
(see after photo). 
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   ETCC saw the need but did not have 
the total resources to build this ramp. 
They contacted Longview Ambucs who 
fronted all the money for materials, 
through their McCoy Building Supply 
account, which was repaid using 
donations from the Panola College 
Student Occupational Club and New 
Destinations in Carthage. 
   ETCC also noticed the electric water 
heater was non functional and a window 
was broken. They are making 
arrangement to replace both in the very 
near future. 
   This is another great example of 
AMBUCS working together for the 
benefit of our handicapped citizens. Way 
to go AMBUCS!
